o Members are expected to participate in fundraisers.

Once a student is scheduled for chorus, he/she must remain in chorus for the entire year.

e Chorus students are expected to show mature and appropriate behavior. Due to the number
of off-campus events that we sing for, students are expected to display appropriate behavior
during class to be selected to participate in field trips. Chorus classes are typically much larger
than other classes, so individual behavior issues could result in dismissal from the program.
